We sincerely hope that this letter finds you well.  It is time to make plans for the 2010-2011 academic year!  As you are making plans for returning to Mount Ida College for the fall of 2010, there are several dates and deadlines that you must be aware of.  We highly encourage you to share this information with your parent/guardian and make note of these dates in order to be sure that you do not miss any of them.

· April 6, 2010:  $300 Enrollment Deposits along with a completed Enrollment Contact (enclosed) due to the Office of the Bursar at Holbrook Hall.  An Enrollment Contract along with a deposit is required in order to secure registration at the College for the 2010-2011 academic year.
· April 8, 2010:  Housing selection lottery numbers and appointment times will be posted via the Office of Residence Life website (www.mountida.edu/reslife).   Housing lottery numbers will be randomly assigned based on the following criteria:
· Rising Seniors have earned  75 credits or more toward their degree completion
· Rising Juniors have earned 45 credits or more toward their degree completion
· Rising Sophomores have earned 15 credits toward their degree completion
· Individuals earning less than 15 credits will be in the last group of lottery numbers
· April 12, 13, 14, 15, 2010:  Housing selection will be held in the Carlson Hall.  
· July 1, 2010:  Deadline for returning students to be considered for release from their Housing Contract for the 2010-2011 academic year.  Students must notify the Office of Residence Life in writing by this deadline in order to receive full consideration.

Housing information sessions will be held on Wednesday, March 24th at 8pm in the Shaw Blue Room, Thursday, March 25th at 7pm in the Malloy 3rd floor lounge, Monday, March 29th at 1pm in the Wingate Den, and Wednesday, March 31st at 9pm in the New Hall Basement.  We encourage students to attend these sessions and educate themselves on the housing selection process, in order to make the most of it!  

All students wishing to submit an Enrollment Deposit and an Enrollment Contract must be in good financial standing with the College.  Students with unmet financial obligations should contact the Bursar’s office.  The Bursar’s office is prepared to work closely with you to resolve your financial issue. If you have any questions about the deposit process, please contact the Bursar’s Office, located in Holbrook Hall (617/928-4750).
